....In. my own life and the lives of others, Irealized that
hone sty without kindnessis too o ften cruel and that kind-
nesswithout honesty can be blind. Fom this insight a po-
tent guiding principle emerged for me that | call
“compassonate truthfulne ss”

This multifaceted ethical standard has been he Ipful and
even transforming for many of the couples with whom |
worked. It gives teeth to the principlesof kindness and
respect for others and also helps resolve many conflicts.
Compassonate truthfulnessis especially powerful because
it mirrors partnership, forcing equal values into constant
“dialogue.” It servesasan overarching concept for organ-
izing dozens of virtues, from thoughtfulnessand courage,
and openne ssto reliability. Consder: A habit of dishon-
esty, even to oneself, can lead to a breakdown in the very
spirit of the partnership. Conversely, a habit of compasson-
ate truth telling creates a trusting sense of safety and a
feeling that we generousy care for one another as if by
instinct.

Compasdon encompas®s many of our most loving values:
It is alwaysan act of generosity, and through it we also
exhibit responsivene ss empathy, sympathy, and kindness
By concerning ourselves with the welfare of others, we
prove our openne ssto cooperation, thoughtfulness and
our wilingnessto share. By thinking of others instead of
ourselves, we reveal a certain modesty. And, when broadly
understood, compasson includes an intrinsic sense of fair-
nessin one’sdealings. Out of compasdon, the social princi-
plesof both mercy and justice are born.

When it comes to truthfulness there’s an equally long line
of connected virtues. Honesty, openne ss and forthright-
nessimmediately spring to mind... courage also comesinto
play, especially when the truth is hard to tell. Reliability,
trustworthiness and loyalty follow naturally in the footsteps
of truthfulne ss Individualism or distinctivene ssis the result of
being truthful to and about one self.

And finally, both knowing and telling the truth indicate
awarene ss attentivene ss and the capacity to be obser-
vant. Fom this humble beginning such great principles as
the search for universal truths - in both religion and
science —were born.
