SINGLE FAYERHEALTH CARE

From Physiciansfor a National Healthcare Program web site—

“WHAT ISSINGLE PAYER?”  Sngle payerisa term used to
describe a type of financing system. It refersto one
entity acting asadministrator, or2payer.° In the case of
health care, a single payer syssem would be setup such
that one en tity—a government run organization—would
collect allhealth care fees, and pay out all health care
costs. In the current USsystem, there are literally tensof
thousandsof different health care organizations—HMOs,
biling agencies, etc. By having so many different payers

of health care fees, there isan enormousamount of adminis-
trative waste generated in the system. (Just imagine how
complex biling must be in a doctor'soffice, whene ach insur-
ance company requiresa different form to be completed, has
a different biling system, different biling contactsand phone
numbers—it'svery confusing.) In a single payer syssem, allho s
pitals, doctors, and other health care providerswould bill one
entity for their services. Thisalone reducesadministrative waste
greatly, and savesmoney, which can be used to provide care
and insurance to those who currently don't have it.

Accessand Benefits

All Americanswould receive comprehen sve medical bene fits
under single payer. Coverage would include allmedically
necessary services, including rehabilitative, long-term, and
home care; mental health care, prescription drugs, and medi-
calsupplies; and preventive and public health measures. Care
would be based on nee d, not on ability to pay.

Payment

Hospital biling would be virtually eliminated. Instead, hospitals
would receive an annual lump-sum payment from the govemn-
mentto coveroperating expenses—a 3globalbudget® A
separate budget would coversuch expensesashospital ex-
pansion, the purchase of technology, marketing, etc. Doctors
would have three optionsfor payment: fee -for-service, salaried
positionsin hospitals, and salaried positionswithin group prac-
ticesor HMOs. Feeswould be ne gotiated between a represen-
tative of the fee-for-service practitioners(such asthe state
medical society) and a state payment board. In most cases,
government would serve asadministrator, not employer.

Financing

The program would be federally financed and administered by
a single public insurer atthe state orregional level. Premiums,
co-payments, and d eductibleswould be eliminated. Employ-
erswould pay a 7.0 percent payrolltaxand employee swould
pay 2.0 percent, esentially converting premium paymentsto a
health care payrolltax. 90 to 95 percent of people would pay
lessoverall for health care. Fnancing includesa $2 perpack
cigarette tax. those currently under-served.

Cost Containment

The Congresdonal Budget Office projectsthat single payer
would reduce overall health costsby $225 billion by 2004 de-
spite the e xpansion of comprehen sive care to all Americans.
No otherplan projectsthiskind of savings.

Different Perspedives on the Benefits of Single Payer

Patients

Each person, regardlessof ability to pay would receive high-
quality, comprehen sive medical care, and the free choice of
doctorsand hospitals. Individualswould receive no bills, and
co-payment and deductibleswould be eliminated. Most peo-
ple would pay lessoverall for health care than they pay now.

Doctors

Doctors incomeswould change little, though the disparity in
income between specialtieswould shrink. The nee d fora
awallet biopsy® before treatment would be eliminated; time

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RESOLUTIONS ADOPTED
AT THE
2006 ASEMBLY OF THE
AMERICAN ETHICAL UNION

At the 2006 AEU Assembly held in Chicago from
June 30to July 3, three resolutions, summ arized
below, were discused, debated, and adopted
by the delegates:

That the AEU establish processsforapp roving projects, endorsementsand memberships, putting
such decisionsin the handsof the Assembly delegateswho represent Ethical Societies, and specifying
criteria to ensure the effectivenessof such app roved projects.

That the AEU, through itsEthical Action Committee and National Service Conference (NSC), act in

support of establishing a USDepartment of Peace and Nonviolence, encouraging all Societiesand
Circlesto educate membersand local communities, and to advocate foritthrough letter-writing,

media promotions, and workshops.

The AEU endorsesthe effortsof the NSC to promote departmentsof peace worldwide aspart of the
campaign fora Culture of Peace. (The Director of NSC isour own Brooklyn member Martha Gallahue.)

The AEU callsupon the USgovernment to:
1. treat any enemy combatantsin fullacc ord with the Geneva Conventions;
2. renounce any intention of establishing permanent U.S basesin Iraq;

3. draw down and remove U.S forcesfrom Iraq asquickly aspossble consistent with our
moral obligationsfor protecting civilian lives;

4. relinquish to the duly elected government of Iraq ownership and management of all Iraqi
naturalresourcesand public goods; and

5. encourage multinationalagenciesto take overasmuch aspossble of the responsibility for
managing the e xternal effort for the reconstruction of Irag while fulfilling our moral and
legal obligationsfor repairing the damage caused by the U.S invasion.

Hospitals

The masdve numbersof administrative personnel nee ded to handle itemized billing to 1,500
private insurance companieswould no longerbe nee ded. A negotiated 2global budget®
would coveroperating expenses. Budgetsforcapitalwould be allocated separately based
on he alth care priorities. Hospitalswould no longer close because of unpaid bills.
Insurancelndustry

The nee d for private insurance would be eliminated. One single payer bill currently in the
House (H.R. 1200) would provide one percent of funding for retraining displaced insurance
workersduring itsfirst few yearsof implementation.

Business

In general, busnesseswould see single payerlimittheir health costsand remove the burden of
administering health insurance fortheiremployees.

Congress
