    MESSAGE AND PRACTICE: AT THE LEADER’S DESK – NOVEMBER 2006  
 

At a multic ultura l wedd ing in the BSEC bac k garden last wee k Lia  Namakawa 
and John Morrison honored the ir d iverse he ritage by making intric a te gene a logy 
c harts for guests to peruse during the even ing festivities. The y a lso invited severa l 
peop le in the multina tiona l, exten ded family to share thoughts on love and mar-
riage from the ir respec tive fa iths.  
 

Offic ia ting the c eremony, I represen ted the family’ s Ethic a l Culture legac y, sinc e 
Lia ’s grandmothe r’ s family jo ine d the BSEC c omm unity and sen t the ir daughter to 
the Broo klyn Ethic a l Sc hoo l ne xt doo r.  I spoke b riefly about the found ing of the 
Ethic a l Movemen t, and read a portion of Wen dell Berry’ s powerful essay “ Poetry 
and Marriage.”  I spoke to the nee d for modern humanity to en gage those parts 
of trad itiona l c ultures tha t best fit our own c ore va lues and idea ls. It beh oo ves us 
to eac h try in our gene ra tions to  live out our c hoic e of va lues as c ollabora tively 
and c ourageously as we a re ab le.  
 

Othe r speakers were the groo m’s grand fa the r who is a longtime Christian Presby-
terian e lder, a c lose woman frien d c onversant in Jewish wedd ing trad ition and 
p rac tic e, and a robed Japane se Zen Budd hist Abb ot.  We learne d Jewish wed-
d ing message and ritua l.  We were insp ired by Gospel thoughts from John’s 
grand fa the r.  When the Abb ot, med ita tion teac he r and men tor of the b ride’s  
fa the r, who p rac tic es Zen Budd hism, rose to speak, he told a simp le story.  
 

Bowing to the assembled c omm unity and then turning to the c oup le before 
the m, he sa id , “ Congra tula tions, Congra tula tions! You think I am going to o ffer 
you c ongra tula tions, as so many peop le h ave done sinc e you announc ed your 
en gagemen t, isn’ t tha t right?”  The y nodd ed assen t.  
 

“ No,” he sa id , “ I am not going to c ongra tula te you today a long side a ll of the 
others for it might mean very litt le, a d rop of wa ter in an oc ean of c ongra tula -
tions. But someday, the re will c ome a time when you two have a FIGHT, a b ig 
fight, and then e ac h of you will think and say “ She or he is wrong! I am right!”  
 

“ If you take some time then to reflec t, away from the fight (somewhe re like the 
ba throo m) perhaps you will ask yourself wha t is rea lly going on, and what rea lly 
matters to you. Then , I hope you will c ome bac k to eac h othe r.  I hope you might 
say three things to eac h othe r: First, “ Thank you for marrying me, and making me 
your wife/ husband.  ” Sec ond, “ I am sorry.”  Third , “ I love you.“  
 

“ When tha t day c omes, when you mean those three sen ten c es, and say the m 
gen uine ly to eac h othe r, then you a re truly married . It is on tha t day tha t I will 
g lad ly tell you, “ Now you a re rea lly married ! Now I will offer you c ongra tula tions!”

In Ethic a l Culture, a relig ion written with a sma ll “ r” for most of us, we p rofess a  
fa ith in humanity’ s c apac ity for goo dne ss tha t inc ludes, if not begins, with acc ep-
tanc e of our own suc h worth. Isn’ t relig ious or sp iritua l p rac tic e for us, then , the 
p rac tic e of nurturing tha t worth, tha t c apac ity, into fulfillmen t in our own and  
others lives? In my op inion, our c omm unities and Sunday morning p rograms exist 
la rgely for tha t purpose.  
 

The Japane se abb ot’ s simp le story, to me, highlighted the n otion tha t we a re, in 
a ll our rela tions, invited by the universe to “ ac hieve our own destinies” as retired 
leader She ldon Ac kley c a lled our human quest in the persona l philosophy c ourse 
we offered togethe r for severa l years a t the New York Soc iety for Ethic a l Culture. 
To bec ome more than just goo d inten tions and poten tia ls, though, we nee d to 
do the mutua l en c ouragemen t and c apac ity-build ing p rac tic es ne c essary to 
c ultiva te those positive poten tia ls, and find stren gth to mod ify the ne ga tive      
poten tia ls we a ll c a rry as well.  How else to sec ure those positive c onsequen c es     
I would understand as our Ethic a l Culture “ Congra tula tions?”  
 

And as for our beloved na tion©s mora l c ha llen ges - This ne xt wee ken d I’m joining  
member Helen Engelhart a t a house party organizing us to c a ll voters in important 
Congressiona l d istric ts.  May millions of peop le find the ir own ways to he lp this 
c oming November Elec tion serve the h ighe st idea ls of democ rac y.  Perhaps, then 
we c an turn to eac h othe r, a ll over this na tion, a fter Democ rac y’s high holiday, 
tha t first Tuesday in November,  and exc hange with goo d reason, and open 
he arts, the gree ting of “ Congra tula tions."

If you want to ea t your app les, try the Empire or Cortland app les, but the best app le in NY sta te is the Mac oun whic h is a 
ra re find . The Circ us p roduc e stand a t 60th and Fort Hamilton Parkway has one of the best selec tions of NY sta te app les, 
but hurry, it is a lready gett ing la te in the app le season.
